Making a Mitosis/Meiosis Flip Book

Task:

Use hand drawn images to make a flipbook of mitosis/meiosis.  It should depict the gradual separation of cells through cell division (mitosis) and chromosome division in meiosis.  It should have a minimum of 20 slides in the book for each process, but the more that are drawn and included, the better the “movie” will be.

Materials

2-5 sheets of heavy cardstock (divided into 10 pieces) or recipe cards (at least 20)

Medium sized binder clip or ring

Scissors

Drawing pencils/markers

Note: There should be no shading when drawing biological drawings.  Be sure to show the nuclei and cytoplasm, and cell wall/membrane only.  There is no need to include other cell organelles.

Instructions:


Draw a minimum of 20 pictures of mitosis or meiosis through the complete phases of cell division.  The “slides” will then be placed in order and attached at one side with a binder clip or ring.  Flipping through the book should show a “movie” depicting the division of the cell and/or nucleus.
